Youth in Adult Basic and Literacy Education Programs
Wherever adult educators gather, whether at conferences, meetings, or in e-mail discussion 
groups, a topic on many minds is the challenge of increasing numbers of teenagers enrolled 
in adult education classes. After reviewing some of the trends and factors that are contributing 
to an increase in youth enrollment, this digest provides an overview of how programs are 
responding to the challenge of serving young adults.

New Ways of Learning in the Workplace
Action learning? Situated learning? Incidental learning? Given the increased age, variety of 
experiences, and diverse lifestyles and cultures of the working population, it is understandable 
that adult education practices must move beyond the traditional model of teachers as 
purveyors of knowledge and learners as passive recipients. Methods and techniques that draw 
upon workersô previous experiences, link concepts and practices, and encourage reþection and 
the transfer of knowledge from one situation to another are vital to the learning process. This 
digest addresses some of the new ways to learn at work.

ESL Through Content Area Instruction
Content-based ESL is a method that integrates English-as-a-second-language instruction 
with subject matter instruction. This digest demonstrates how the technique focuses not only 
on learning a second language, but using that language as a medium to learn mathematics, 
science, social studies, or other academic subjects. 

Concept Mapping
In the 1960s, Joseph D. Novak (1993) at Cornell University began to study the concept 
mapping technique. His work was based on the theories of David Ausubel (1968), who 
stressed the importance of prior knowledge in being able to learn about new concepts. 
A concept map is a graphical representation where nodes (points or vertices) represent 
concepts, and links (arcs or lines) represent the relationships between concepts. This digest 
explains the purpose, advantages, and applications of concept mapping in the classroom.
